Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
WHEREAS, the Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity Act – a Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU) act was signed August 10, 2005. Administered by the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) it provides transportation funding to communities all across the country for Federal surface transportation programs for highways, highway safety and transit; and

WHEREAS, the City of Burlington received approximately $6.00 million of SAFETEA-LU funds for specific transportation improvement projects on the Church Street Marketplace and proximate side streets; and

WHEREAS, the City of Burlington developed these projects through a public process that consulted citizens, the Waterfront Marketplace Downtown Group, the Planning Commission, the Public Works Commission, the Transportation Energy and Utilities Committee, the Board of Finance and the full City Council; and 

WHEREAS, the Church Street Marketplace Electrical & Street Lighting Improvements is one of these improvement projects, the scope of which is to remove pavement, brick, and curb for the construction of a new underground marketplace electrical system and new decorative street lights and install brick pavers, streetlights, conduit and wiring, HDPE ductbank, bollards, tree irrigation system, tree planting, manholes, and remove existing streetlights and handholes; and

WHEREAS, this project was put out to bid by the Department of Public Works on March 4, 2012 and four bids were returned on March 23, 2012, with the lowest responsible bidder being Wright and Morrissey, Inc. out of South Burlington, with a low bid of $1,687,647.00, the unit prices of which were within the estimated unit prices; and

WHEREAS, construction inspection and residential engineering services are needed in order perform the necessary inspections related to insuring that Wright & Morrissey’s work is done in compliance with the bid and contract documents; and

WHEREAS, as required by the federal grant, the company performing these construction inspection and residential engineering services must accepted by the Vermont Transportation Agency and Stantec Consulting Services, Inc. (“Stantec”), one of the Department of Public Work’s on-call technical assistance planning and engineering services consultants, is accepted by VTRANS while Hoyle Tanner, the other on-call technical assistance planning and engineering services consultant accepted by VTRANS, is the design engineering firm for this project, making it inappropriate for them to be the independent compliance inspector for this project; and
WHEREAS, Stantec has submitted a proposal of $127,246.90 to perform such construction inspection and residential engineering services, an amount which is within the budgeted amount for the project, 80% paid by the federal grant for a 20% local share of $25,449.38; and 

WHEREAS, because the electrical and street lighting project to be performed by Wright & Morrissey also requires another subcontract to purchase the street lights and poles, quotes were solicited for the purchase of such lights and poles and of the five (5) quotes received, the quote from Green Mountain Electric Supply, Inc. of $268,000.00 was the least expensive; and

WHEREAS, the Department of Public Works recommends the authorization for the entry into a contract with both Stantec and Green Mountain Electric Supply, Inc.; and 
WHEREAS, the Board of Finance at its meeting on March 26, 2012, approved the execution of subcontracts with Stantec and Green Mountain Electric Supply, Inc. based on presentation of the Department of Public Works and recommends approval by the City Council, contingent on confirmation by the Public Works Department of the quotes amounts and other contract requirements being met and upon prior review and approval of the contract by the City Attorney;   

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that Steven Goodkind, Public Works Director, hereby is authorized to execute the attached contract or one substantially similar with Stantec Consulting Services, Inc. in the amount of $127,246.90  and Green Mountain Electric Supply, Inc, in the amount of $268,000.00 for the purchase of construction inspection and residential engineering services and lights and poles respectively in order to complete construction of the Church Street Marketplace Electrical & Street Lighting Improvements project, contingent on confirmation by the Public Works Department of the quote amounts and other contract requirements being met, and upon the prior review and approval of the contract by the City Attorney.
