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IMPROVING PARKING MANAGEMENT IN NEIGHBORHOODS.

In the year Two Thousand Twelve………………………………………………………………………
Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
WHEREAS, some neighborhoods have chronic problems with cars parking in front of driveways (other than the owner’s own driveway) and blocking or partially blocking entry and exit from those driveways; and 

WHEREAS, some neighborhoods that have resident only parking continue to have parking problems because excessive parking permits have been issued; 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Burlington City Council respectfully requests that the Public Works Commission consider the following remedies for neighborhoods with heavy pressures on parking and report back to the City Council no later than July 16, 2012 on their deliberations:

1. Painting lines for parking spaces that would deter people from taking up 2 potential parking spaces where parking is at a premium and also create a parking buffer and sight lines around driveways.  Consideration should be given to what areas will receive painted parking lines and if resident requests should be a component of the criteria.

2. Setting a limit on the number of parking permits available per household and a policy that prevents abuse when requesting “replacement permits” for lost parking permits; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Public Works Commission is requested to give consideration to costs of such programs, and any potential revenue that could help offset costs.
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
