HONORING CITY ATTORNEY KENNETH A. SCHATZ

Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
WHEREAS, for over 20 years City Attorney Kenneth A. Schatz has served the City of Burlington with honor and distinction and has since the beginning been articulate and skillful in representing the City’s best interests with impeccable judgment, fairness, kindness, professionalism, and good humor, even in the most difficult of times; and 


WHEREAS, City Attorney Schatz has provided legal counsel for projects and activities that have greatly contributed to the City being recognized as one of the best places to live in these United States, including, but not limited to, the transformation of the Waterfront (i.e. relocation of the Naval Reserve and creation of what is now the ECHO Center; purchase of the Pease Grain site and removal of the grain tower; waterfront TIF, creation of the Skate Park, Main Street Landing), and to the City’s continued economic vitality (i.e. the long worked for downtown supermarket—City Market, and department store—first Filene’s and now Macy’s, new parking garages, the Marriot Hotel, capital improvements for North St., Pearl St. and the Marketplace, and affordable housing); and 


WHEREAS, in keeping with his great commitment to justice for all and for youth especially, City Attorney Schatz led the legal efforts to establish the Community Justice Center, the City’s victim-centered, restorative justice office for dispute resolution, victim restitution, and offender re-entry, pioneering a collaborative approach among police, victims, the community, offenders, and the state’s criminal and civil justice system that is a model for Vermont and the nation; and 


WHEREAS, City Attorney Schatz has been able to do all of this public service for the City and still be able to perform at the highest levels as a marathoner, running the Philadelphia Marathon in under 3 hours when he was well into his 50s; and


WHEREAS, City Attorney Schatz will be sorely missed by all (current and former) councilors, members of the administration, fellow City employees (and especially by those in the City Attorney’s Office), residents, and all who have worked with and come to know him; and
WHEREAS, the importance of his work to the City and the people of Burlington cannot be overstated;
