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AUTHORIZATION FOR WARNING OF 
PUBLIC HEARINGS FOR ZONING AMENDMENTS 

#ZA 09-03, #ZA 09-04, & #ZA 09-10

Resolved by the Bd. of Civil Authority of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
 WHEREAS, on December 9, 2008, the Planning Commission considered and prepared for the City Council’s consideration the following proposed amendments to the City’s zoning and subdivision laws: Urban Reserve Temporary Activities ordinance (ZA 09-03) and Downtown Transition Height Limits ordinance (ZA 09-04); and

WHEREAS, on January 5, 2009, the City Council had its first reading of the Urban Reserve Temporary Activities ordinance (ZA 09-03) and Downtown Transition Height Limits ordinance (ZA 09-04) amendments and referred them to its Ordinance Committee; and

WHEREAS, on January 13, 2009, the Planning Commission considered and prepared for the City Council’s consideration the following proposed amendment to the City’s zoning and subdivision laws: Existing Small Lots Definition ordinance (ZA 09-10); and

WHEREAS, on February 23, 2009, the City Council had its first reading of the Existing Small Lots Definition amendment and referred it to its Ordinance Committee; and

WHEREAS, the Ordinance Committee held meetings on February 19, 2009 and March 5, 2009 to consider these amendments; and 

WHEREAS, based on its deliberations, the Ordinance Committee unanimously acted to amend the Urban Reserve ordinance (ZA 09-03) to require Conservation Board review of all projects proposed within the Urban Reserve, to add this review to the powers and duties of the Conservation Board, and to refer said ordinance back to the council as amended (attached); and 
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WHEREAS, based on the deliberations, the Ordinance Committee amended the Downtown Transition Height Limits ordinance (ZA 09-04) to limit heights of buildings on the side streets of the Downtown Transition District for the purpose of maintaining the residential character and scale of buildings along those streets (attached); and 

WHEREAS, based on the deliberations the Ordinance Committee agreed with the proposal by the Planning Commission for the Existing Small Lots Definition ordinance (ZA 09-10) (attached); and 

WHEREAS, on March 5, 2009 the Ordinance Committee unanimously recommended that the City Council authorize the warning of public hearings on March 30, 2009 for these proposed ordinances as passed out of the committee in accordance with the requirements of Vermont’s Planning and Development Act;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Clerk, the Director of Planning and the Office of the City Attorney are instructed to submit zoning amendments ZA 09-03 as amended, ZA 09-04 as amended, and ZA 09-10 as developed by the Planning Commission to official warning in the manner specified by 24 V.S.A. § 4442(a) such that public hearings on the proposed amendments as developed by the Planning Commission and amended by the Ordinance Committee can be and is legally conducted on March 30, 2009; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that from and after the publication of such warning applications for zoning permits will be considered under the terms and conditions of the proposed ordinance amendments pursuant to the requirements of 24 V.S.A. §  4449 (d); and 
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Planning Commission is requested to provide the City Council, at or prior to the public hearing, a revised report prepared pursuant to 24 V.S.A. 4441(c) concerning the warned versions of these ordinance amendments.
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
