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STORMWATER USER FEE
In the year Two Thousand Nine………………………………………………………………..
Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
WHEREAS, the comprehensive rewrite of the City’s Wastewater, Stormwater, and Pollution Control Ordinances, Chapter 26 of the Code of Ordinances, was adopted by the City Council on December 15, 2008; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council made this change effective as of April 1, 2009; and

WHEREAS, in order to fund the chapter’s stormwater management and erosion control provisions, the ordinance provides in Section 26-3-29 for the establishment of stormwater user fees and provides the City Council with the authority to set and modify these user fees to generate sufficient revenues to fund the stormwater management and erosion control program; and 

WHEREAS, the ordinance in Section 26-3-30 bases these fees on the imperious surface area allocated for each property in the City, with flat fees being assessed for detached single family homes, two unit homes, and three unit homes, and the other properties in the City assessed on the amount of impervious surface on each parcel; and 

WHEREAS, the Department of Planning and Zoning calculated the amount of impervious surface on each parcel in the City, the baseline of which is 73,818,672 impervious square feet, and the Department of Public Works calculated the budget needed to implement the ordinance, $1 million/year beginning April 1, 2010, and has prepared its billing system to begin to assess these fees as of the April 1, 2009 effective date with the first monthly billing to begin 
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with the water/wastewater billing cycle beginning with the bills sent on May 19, 2009, May 25, 2009 and May 29, 2009; and 

WHEREAS, these departments prepared a proposed user fee per impervious surface units to fund this budget  which was reviewed and supported by the Mayor’s Budget Task Force and the Board of Finance; and

WHEREAS, action to establish the user fees must be taken by the City Council in order to implement the stormwater and erosion control provisions of the ordinance;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby sets the stormwater user fees for the period from April 1, 2009 to March 30, 2010 as follows:

Single family & duplexes: $1.50/month

Triplexes: $1.80/month

All other properties: $7.00/ISU (impervious square footage);
AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council hereby sets the fee for the period beginning April 1, 2010 as follows:

Single family & duplexes: $3.00/month

Triplexes: $3.60/month

All other properties: $14.00/ISU (impervious square footage)
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
