That
 WHEREAS, the City of Burlington and the Burlington School Department (BSD) are committed to providing quality services at a reasonable cost; and 

WHEREAS, the City's Charter requires that the City and the BSD be governed and managed independently; and 

WHEREAS, absent explicit legal restrictions, the City and the BSD may cooperate in order to achieve shared goals; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of residents and taxpayers for the City and the BSD to maximize opportunities for cost-effective collaboration;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Burlington City Council requests that the Chief Administrative Officer (CAO) continue to work with the BSD Superintendent to investigate opportunities for integrating certain activities in order to reduce costs and eliminate any unnecessary duplication of services; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council requests that the CAO and Superintendent work together to address specifically purchasing, vehicle maintenance, grounds maintenance, snow removal, insurance, and any other services that may present opportunities for more efficient use of resources; and 
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council requests the CAO to report on his progress as soon as is practicable, preferably in time for the Council to provide guidance to the Mayor as he prepares the FY10 budget; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council requests that the City Attorney provide a legal opinion if the CAO and Superintendent have questions or concerns about the authority for joint executive decision making as described above.
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
